Minutes of  Church Council Meeting April 26, 2017
Meeting called to order: 6:05pm

Opening Prayer/UCC Devotional by Rev Toll
Minutes of March & April 17 (email vote) were presented,  1 Change to March minutes, change Old Business #4 to 1x a month for backup organist.  Motion to accept both minutes with change, 1st by Tina Koonz, 2nd by Tom Poole, all approved
Financial Secretary March Report was submitted and reviewed.  Motion to accept by Tina Koonz, 2nd by Emerson Giddings, all approved
Treasurers March Report was submitted and reviewed.  Motion to accept by Cindy Miller, 2nd by Emerson Giddings, all approved
Deacons Report: NONE
Pastors Report: Rev Toll advised worked on the Easter service, in process of planning ahead for summer.  Requested vacation time of Aug 18-24.  All approved.  Adv that a special collection will be taken on May 14 for the visiting missionary, Loren McGrail.  A base amount has been set at $125.00.  Anything less in the collection will be covered by the church.  Motion to take up the collection 1st by Emerson Giddings, 2nd by Tom Poole, all approved
OLD BUSINESS
1) Bruce Hankle & Rev Toll reviewed the specs on the digital piano we are looking at.   Bruce advised that the brand ROLAND is a middle of the road product but a better option for us.  In 2014-2016 we has put about $1400+ into the current organ.  To purchase a digital piano, the price is $2000.00 installed.  Hilton Music has offered to bring a demo to church for the members to see and hear.  A motion by Tom Poole, 2nd by Tina Koonz to have them bring one, all approved.  June 4 is the date and congregation will be notified.
2) Tom Poole advised Bruce that we would like to look into getting another organist to play 1x a month and to be available to back up Bruce incase of illness.  Bruce advised Council to remember that we have a choir as well who would be affected and when we start looking at a candidate, we need to know what we want.  Make sure we have a solid job description before we interview.

3) Cindy Miller advised the church usage she put in for June 3 is no longer needed.

NEW BUSINESS

1) Next meeting is 5/10, 6pm. 
2) Rev Toll advised about doing a Congregational Covenant.  Cindy Miller advised that we already have a Church Covenant so why are we doing another one. Rev Toll asked where it was and no one seems to know.  It will be looked for and reviewed.  We need to publicize it and put it into practice as well as making the congregation aware of it.

3) Rev Toll advised 1 group is  interested in using the church for a knitting group on Saturdays Sept-March.  Ellen Whited & Amanda are members of the church and the group.

4) Rev Toll advised that Pastor Emily is getting married on June 10 and one of their vendors backed out.  She has requested usage of about 80 chairs to be taken off site.  Discussion ensued that even though we don’t usually let the furniture out of the church, because Emily has preached here we would make an exception and ask for a donation.  It was discussed that a $300 deposit would be needed and once the chairs are returned no later the Sunday morning June 11, a $150 would be returned.  Motion to present to Emily, 1st by Cindy Miller, 2nd by Tina Koonz, all approved.
5) Bruce Hankle was given a request by a member wanting to remain Anonymous to have the minutes and financial reports posted somewhere for all to see.  It was discussed that Financials shouldn’t be posted for the general public so it was mentioned that a copy of all reports be in the office and any member of church can go to a Council member to let them see them.

6) Bruce Hankle advised that the Choir robes are getting ratty and are too big for todays’ choir.  He requested money be used from the Memorial Fund to get new ones.  He has no information on price so Cindy Miller advised him to have the choir look for robes and bring a proposal with pricing to Council to look at.  It was suggested that the robes be done in Memory of Joyce Palmatier instead of Past Members.  All agreed
7) Rev Toll discussed presenting to the Congregation on April 30 a informational meeting to discuss the Hot Water Heater for the Parsonage that needed to be replaced.  The Heater ended up being $1229.00 (model WHG-41, 40gal heater, gas).  This meeting is because we went over the $1000 limit  without congregation approval but feel it was justified because of the emergency. All agreed
