Minutes of the Board of Deacons/Council Meeting on September 14, 2022.  There was no meeting in August.

Meeting Called to Order:  9/14/2022 at 7:42 PM via Zoom

Tracey said the opening prayer.

Joanne read the Secretary’s Report. Cindy was thanked her work on the bulletins, she is filling in for Elaine. Tina made the motion to approve and Julie seconded it.

The Council’s Financial Secretary’s Report for July and August was approved by Tina and seconded by Tracey.

We only had the Council Treasurer’s Report for July available.  It was decided to take the money to pay Family Danz from the Building Fund.  Joanne motioned to approve the report, and Julie seconded.

Under the Deacon’s Treasurer Report, Bruce advised they took money out for July and August to send to a Palestinian child. We will also keep the 5 For 5 program. This year we are giving $75 to10 charities. Next year Bruce proposed we give $50 to 5 charities. The Council and the Deacons will finalize a list of charities to receive the money so donations are not duplicated. Julie seconded the motion. 

The Deacons also reported that Church Services by Zoom will resume this coming Sunday., September 18, 2022.  Tom will make the preparations at the church. The Sunday School teacher, Joy, will need an assistant each Sunday. This position will be filled by parents of the children who attend Sunday School. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Cindy will get the information necessary to add Tom as the 2nd person who can access Vanco.

The Property Committee (Tom and Bruce) stated the Inspector has requested a Lock Box be placed outside of the church with a key in it.

The window/door still need work, we need the installers to return.

The hot water heater has been fixed and it works correctly. 

A folder for the Property Committee items was given to Julie, not Cindy as reported in last July’s minutes. Julie will give what she has to the Property Committee.

NEW BUSINESS

We have not received any estimates for repairing or replacing the fence. 

Tom and Cindy have doing the preparation for Sunday bulletins and presentations.

Julie suggested we have a separate meeting to discuss where we, as the Church, go from here.  Now that the church is open, it needs maintenance such as garbage removal, cleaning the church and taking care of the returnable bottles. Julie has been taking the trash out on Sunday and Cindy has been taking the bottles. Tracey suggested having a Clean-Up Day for everyone to come and deep clean the Church. 

Tom will continue to check Pastor Barb’s email for any incoming mail. He told us a person did contact us looking for information on some people who were members of the church many years ago. They had specific names and dates.  It was decided we will check the records to see if we have these names listed. If not, we can respond that we don’t have any information. If they are listed, we will refer the person to the Census. We want to be very cautious about giving out any personal information. 

We discussed adding a member back on the member list. We will add his email back on the Church email list so he will get church emails. 

We had a request from a person new to the area who wants two of their family members baptized in our church.  We will contact Reverend Shernell for the UCC’s position on baptizing non-members of the church. We will also make Pulpit Supply Pastor Kathy Johnson aware of the request since she would be the Pastor at the time of the requested baptism. 

Julie left a message at Concerns U about Thanksgiving Turkeys for this year. Last year they indicated they may give out certificates for turkeys instead of actual frozen turkeys. She is waiting for a response. 

Tracey said we should resume sending cards to member for highlights in their lives, such as birthdays,  anniversaries, etc.  She is willing to send them if someone else can purchase them.  Julie volunteered to get the cards and stamps and the Deacons will reimburse her.
